· Promote Psychological and Educational Research 

The Association for Psychological and Educational Research promotes psychological and educational research by encouraging a wide range of research approaches including quantitative, qualitative, empirical and non-empirical on a wide range of topics, by sponsoring nationally and internationally known speakers at the annual convention, and by recognizing outstanding undergraduate and graduate research by students or in collaboration with faculty through juried awards.  

· Improve Psychological and Educational Research

The Association for Psychological and Educational Research in Kansas improves Psychological and Education Research shared between students and faculty by holding an annual convention, by supporting a student convention and journal and by providing the opportunity for collegial feedback on research in progress.  
· Disseminate Psychological and Educational Research

The Association for Psychological and Educational Research in Kansas encourages the dissemination of psychological research by holding sessions for students and faculty at the annual meeting on how to get published, how to apply for graduate school, how to gain entry into a career in psychology or education, and encourages collaborative publication between students and faculty in refereed journals.
